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Honorary Clinical Teaching Fellowships

Information and Application

A large proportion of the teaching taking place in clinical departments allied to the RDM Divisions is designed and delivered by non-consultant members of the NHS medical team.  Medical students on attachment to cardiovascular medicine, geratology, haematology, endocrinology and the Laboratory Medicine course all benefit from teaching provided by staff-grade and training-grade doctors.
To provide formal University recognition of this teaching and to promote best educational practice, RDM has established Honorary Clinical Teaching Fellowships. This title is to be awarded to individuals who make a sustained commitment to medical school teaching with a critical approach to their education practice. Eligibility criteria are defined on the application form overleaf. 
Please note: this is solely to recognise clinical medical student teaching in departments affiliated to RDM. College teaching, preclinical teaching and professional education are acknowledged and supported through separate routes.
Benefits of the title include:

· University access (e.g. to academic journals)
· Mentorship for teaching and educational research via RDM Education Group

· Access to the University’s faculty development opportunities, including in medical education and teaching in higher education
Appointment is for two years (or to the end of the current NHS contract, whichever is sooner) with annual appraisal. There is the option of subsequent renewal.
Applications for the conferment of this title are considered by the Education Committee and must include:

· A completed RDM application form

· Evidence of teaching undertaken, including student/peer feedback

Applications rounds close on 1st April and 1st October each year.

· initiating collaboration opportunities outside the Department

· designing or implementing innovative teaching techniques

· undertaking audit or research with a focus on medical education
