USE OF MOBILE DEVICES — REMINDER FORMS TO BE RETURNED TO PERONNEL BY 8™ JUNE

e Currently receiving software updates from the manufacturer and other 3rd parties;

e Receive software updates for security patches within a reasonable timeframe.

Regulations, as well as the GDPR

* Marketing sent as printed material must comply with the GDPR

* Non-marketing communications, whether electronic or print, must comply with the
