WINDOWS 10 MIGRATION 

  

 You may be aware that Microsoft support for Windows 7 will end on 14th January 2020. This 
means that they will no longer provide security updates or technical assistance for 
computers running Windows 7 and as such these machines will be vulnerable to security 
risks. In order to ensure your computer remains protected Microsoft recommends moving 
to Windows 10 before January 2020.  
  
MSD IT has been installing Windows 10 as default on new or needing-repair machines for 
some time now and we have made significant progress in updating the managed desktop 
estate. MSD IT are now actively working on updating the remaining compatible Windows 7 
machines to Windows 10. 
  
Preparation 
A fresh copy of Windows 10 will be installed to your computer (referred to as the Imaging 
Process). This process will erase your local C:\ drive so it is very important all data is backed 
up to your network drives in preparation. Your local C:\\ drive includes places such as 
‘Desktop’, ‘My Documents’, ‘Pictures’ etc. It also includes other items such as mail archives, 
web browser bookmarks etc. Due to the individual nature of the way we all work and 
organise our data we ask that you, as the primary user of the machine, take responsibility 
for the backup of the computer.  
  
The Imaging Process 
At a time, convenient to you, the imaging process takes around an hour to complete, with 
some final setup for email and printing. 
  
If you have any purchased software you will need the installation media and license 
information to reinstall it. It will also need to be compatible with Windows 10. Any 
University licensed software will be available from the installers menu as it was in Windows 
7. 
  
Follow Up Support 
After completing the update, we will ensure your machine is working as expected and that 
you are able to work as before. Follow up support will then be in the usual way via email

The Oxford Centre for Diabetes, Endocrinology and Metabolism (OCDEM) has an exciting 
role in the group of Professor Thakker, FRS, for an experienced and qualified clinician to 
undertake a laboratory based DPhil project identifying novel epigenetic drug targets for 
pancreatic cancers. 

The work will be focused on performing basic science techniques to examine the epigenetic 
landscape of exocrine and endocrine pancreatic tumours. This will identify common or 
inverse signatures regulating the expression of proliferation-associated genes that can 
subsequently be targeted using epigenetic modulating drugs. This role offers the postholder 
the opportunity to develop an understanding of pancreatic cancer biology, and learn diverse 
state-of-the-art scientific laboratory techniques, in an academic environment. 

The post would suit trainees specialising in endocrinology, oncology, pathology, 
gastroenterology or endocrine surgery, interested in pursuing a clinical-academic career.
